New Delhi: The Directorate
General of Civil Aviation
(DGCA) has given more time
for airlines to implement a key
change in pilot rest rules that
willcome into effect on Novem-
ber1, people in theknow said.

New Delhi: India plans to require all
liquefied natural gas (LNG) import
terminals to build 10% extra storage
capacity, which the government can
tap during supply or price shocks.
The oil ministry has issued a draft
proposal to amend registration rules
for LNG terminals under the Petrole-

um and Natural Gas Regulatory Bo-
ard (PNGRB).

“An entity seeking registration to
operate LNG terminal... shall also ha-
veacredible plan for maintaining the
storage capacity for LNG,” the mini-
stry has proposed in the draft.

“This storage capacity shall be 10%
higher than the requirement for day-
to-day operationsof the terminal per-
taining to re-gas activity.
